Schenectady Museum & Suits-Bueche Planetarium is located at 15 Nott Terrace Heights in
downtown Schenectady.

Directions From Thruway:

NYS Thruway to Exit 25. Follow 1-890 west to Exit 5 - Broadway and bear to the right. Go to the
first traffic light on Broadway and take a right on to Millard Street. Continue on Millard Street
through 3 intersections, which takes you across Albany Street and State Street. After you cross
State Street, Millard Street will become Nott Terrace. Take the second right on Nott Terrace to
Nott Terrace Heights. Go to the top of the hill. The Museum is on your right.

Directions From Northway:
