Summary 
2007 was the third year that the Eastern NY 
ASM and Hudson-Mohawk TMS Chapter’s have 
co-organized a Materials Camp in the Capital 
District of New York State. As in previous years 
the 2007 camp was a huge success. Many 
volunteers participated, new corporate 
collaborations were started, existing 
collaborators, once again, provided both staffing 
and financial support. As usual, there were 
many lessons learned.  
 
Volunteers 
Historically, the CDMC has been able to recruit 
volunteers from a variety of backgrounds who 
have made the Camp such a worthwhile 
experience for the students. This year was no 
exception. In all approximately 50 people 
volunteered at the Camp. These included 
laboratory managers from RPI’s MSE 
Department, administrative assistants from 
MSE, graduate and undergraduate students 
from MSE, professors from a number of RPI 
Departments, the Dean of Engineering at RPI, 
the EH&S Department at RPI, scientists and 
engineers from General Electric’s Global 
Research Center (GE-GRC), General Electric 
Energy, Serrota Competition Bicycles, Applied 
NanoWorks and Ross Valve, a local dentist, and 
a local orthopedic surgeon. Many of these 
volunteers were people who had already served 
the Camp in at least one previous year but some 
were new volunteers largely recruited through 
word-of-mouth at our supporting organizations. 
Academic and professional backgrounds include 
volunteers with B.S., M.S. and Ph.D. degrees, 
current students, recent graduates and those 
with levels of industrial experience ranging from 
months to decades. Male and female volunteers 
staffed the Camp, but it is recognized that 
female mentors were under-represented, a 
situation we hope to improve upon in future 

years. The volunteers were, without exception, 
professional, enthusiastic and excellent role 
models for the young people they were 
educating.  
 
Program 
As in previous years the activities in the program 
were divided into three main groups. The first 
were “morning” demonstrations that were 
themed and intended to give an overview of a 
particular field or subject. The second were 
“afternoon” projects that were longer duration 
projects spread over a number of sessions that 
were intended to introduce the concept of 
Materials Design. The third were site visits 
intended to introduce the students to the 
practical application of Materials Science and 
Engineering. 
 
 “Morning” Demonstrations 
The following themes were explored during 
morning demonstrations at the 2007 Camp: 
1. Energy – NYSERDA 
2. Wetting and Superhydrophobicity - GEGR 
3. Ceramics – GEGR, Allied Mineral Products, 
and ACerS 
4. Casting, Solidification and Microstructure – 
Northeastern Alloys, Ross Valve 
5. Crystallinity and Nanomaterials - GEGR 
6. Biomaterials – GEGR, Hal Sossner DMD, and 
Richard Uhl, MD 
7. Bikes and Bonding – Serrota Competition 
Bicycles 
 
Afternoon Projects 
The focus of the afternoon project was to 
introduce the students to the concept of 
composites by way of a concrete boat building 
competition. In this competition, the students 
were provided a pre-made wood boat pre-form, 
cement, a choice of ten possible additions to 
purchase for their boat, and a budget they had 
to manage when buying boat materials. Given 
these constraints, the students were then asked 
to build a boat, optimizing the strength, payload, 
and savings with the ultimate winner being 
determined on the final day by the largest 
magnitude vector comprising the strength, 
payload, and savings values normalized to their 
respective mean values. The students were 
broken into groups of six with two mentors 
working with each group of six. During the actual 
boat building, each group of six was further 
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broken down into two teams of three students 
each with one mentor. Each team of three built 
two boats, ensuring that all students were 
actively involved in the materials selection and 
actual boat building process throughout the 
week.

Visit to Ross Valve 
This year the site visit was to Ross Valve. Ross 
Valve was founded in 1879 by George Ross and 
is currently run by the 5th generation of the Ross 
family. They manufacture valves for water 
systems completely in-house. The students 
were taken there to experience first-hand 
practical materials science and engineering. 
Some of the things that they saw were a bronze 
pour of sand-cast valve parts, a working furnace 
for the recycling of cast iron and machining 
operations.  
 
Ross Valve was also instrumental in the morning 
demonstration where the students made their 
own zinc castings both through the provision of 
sand and expertise during the planning stages 
and through the presence of their Patternmaker 
during the sand casting process. The following is 
an excerpt from an e-mail sent by the 
Patternmaker directly after he returned to Ross 
Valve after helping with the sand casting: 
“Thanks for the opportunity to help with the 
casting program at RPI today. To hear the 
students and see the excitement in their faces 
as they shook out the castings made it very 
rewarding to be part of it. I believe it will be a life 
long memory for each of the students. Thanks 
again”
